7. The translation profession in Poland – realities and prospects 

The organisers are confident that the proposed thematic scope will foster broad discussion, and 

that the conference format – just as before – will remain open to diverse research interests and 

methodological approaches. We plan to publish selected papers in a subsequent monograph and 

in a peer-reviewed journal. Please note that acceptance will depend on the relevance of the 

paper to the conference theme. 

Conference working languages: Slavic languages. 

Those wishing to participate are requested to submit a paper title with theses by 31 January 

2026. The notification of acceptance will be sent on 15 February 2026. The conference fee is 

due by 31 March 2026. 

Conference fee: 600 PLN, or 150 EUR for participants from abroad. The fee covers 

organisational costs, lunches, the gala dinner, and a contribution towards publication.
